Bob Jakubek spoke on Legacy House to students at Alvernia studying on social work, and a few showed interest in helping with the program.

Melanie Holland met with Berks County Chief of Police 8/18 to make them aware of our services and many of them plan to post Legacy House flyers in their precincts
There is a Say What??? program currently running in West Lawn that starts 8/26 and is open to all students from Berks County.  It is currently running out of Glad Tidings on Wednesday nights and operating as an outreach and after-care for youth.
Two different 6-week sessions of parenting classes at scheduled to start On Monday and Tuesday nights, starting Sept 28th, and Oct 20th).  This is sponsored by Wilson’s Communities That Care.

Another parenting class is scheduled run on Wednesday nights starting Sept 16th.  So, classes will be running Mon-Wed.

Driven is also running Say What??? programs through the DREAM and ERC program (programs for youth on probation).  These groups run once a week at each location and serve about 25 youth. 

Olivets is looking into a way to contract with Driven to provide more Say What??? groups at their other locations, and we are also speaking with Juvenile probation to possibly sponsor Say What??? for their youth as well.
