Submission Criteria 

The Editorial Advisory Board will select articles and authors will be notified of the outcome. Decisions regarding submissions will be based on quality of the program discussed, strength of the written article and the needs and goals of the newsletter for the current submission period. Submissions will be chosen when the focus addresses an issue critical to those working with and who care about homelessness and education. we are hopeful that our readers will obtain useful information and inspiration to assist in more effectively meeting the needs of homeless children and youth. 

Submission Guidelines 
1. The title should be brief, descriptive, and catchy for publication. 
2. Spell out acronyms.

3. Provide a list of works cited in APA format. 

4. Articles with less than 800 words are preferable for quick reading and space considerations. However, articles of all lengths will be considered.
